1.  Go East up Ganson Hill Road. 

Stop at first white house on right. 

Ask Phil Marcell  if OK to climb.       

 2.  After 400 meters, cross a bridge 

and look for the trail which is only 

10 meters ahead and to the right. 

3. Turn onto the trail and head South. 

   
4. Continue on trail heading South 

 for approx 120 meters. The trail 

continues up a slight grade. 

5. After 120 meters the trail bends 

East and up hill. Stay to the left 

and fairly straight up hill. An old 

logging trail continues South here 

which you do not want to take. 

6. After 150 meters of a more 

aggressive climb, mostly on slate and 

an old stream, the trail then bends 

back 90 degrees to the South. 

   
7. After 150 meters of a gradual 

climb, look for the sharp left that 

will take you due East and up the  

steepest part of the climb. 

8. Head East up the trail. You are 

summit bound. 

9. At times the trail is steep and may 

need tree or root holding on the way. 

   
10. The steepest section has some 

nice roots to hold onto as you climb. 

11. After the steep climb, you can 

see the top.
